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Environments are more than physical. Tasman School’s vision recognises the fundamental
importance of a safe emotional environment for effective learning,

We have a world class school in a small country environment. We are known for our family
atmosphere and excellent teaching.

Our teachers have acted to embed learning about how to create and support such an
environment rather than just expecting it. Our curriculum goes beyond what was traditionally
expected and parents are an integral part of this learning.

Bullying is much in the news recently - justifiably so.
Itis an issue that is prevalent in our society.
We are proud to be second place to Norway in our literacy and numeracy achievement (in
the OECD countries.)
New Zealand does not score so well in international ratings of child well being. Statistics
are, of course, only as helpful as the information that sits behind them, but it does make us
question:
What are we doing - as adults- that limits our children's happiness and resilience?
Are we empowering or diminishing our children’s opportunities to deal with change and
challenge?

We need to be clear about what bullying is and isn’t. Bullying relies on an imbalance of
power, repetition and intimidation — and has different outcomes to other acts such as
violence or conflict.

We need to know what happens in our school when bullying occurs. Check out our
class and school behaviour plans

We need to know what is happening throughout the school to change behaviours and
attitudes long term. Come in and find out more.

We need to look at ourselves as role models in the home and in the community.

Bullying is a society issue and requires multiple solutions. Those who talk about “getting
tough” don't realise that the “get tough” approach has resulted in an increase overall as



bullying becomes more subtle. Text bullying is one example of this.

We need to empower our children to be independent and resourceful so that when they
meet these behaviours they can respond assertively and move on.

The reality is that no school or family can entirely control what happens in their children’s
world... You will all have first hand experience of this!

Our children need to build independence in a range of social situations- to be able to
challenge behaviours that don't fit with our values and beliefs. — without being wrapped in
cotton wool . Previously we spoke of this in relation to physical activity. The same applies to
social resilience and it is not always easy.
