Pandemic — Moving to the next phase — Excerpt from Ministry of Education circular dated 19" June:

“It is unlikely that early childhood services or schools will be advised to close if they have suspected or
confirmed cases, unless they are in an area still in the containment phase. The Ministry of health advises
that there is no need for any restrictions on people returning to work, school or their early childhood service
after an overseas trip, unless they have symptoms.

Gatherings such as parent teacher evenings, sports tournaments can continue, with the usual precautions.
e Students or staff with symptoms should stay at home in line with normal practice
e Hygiene measures should continue, including hand washing before and after eating, keeping
hands away from mouths, and covering mouths when coughing or sneezing.

to infection avoid contract with people who have symptoms.”
